This help page was developed for scouts going to the 2005 National Jamboree. As always, it is best to “Be Prepared.”
Pack in your own personal gear, a “mess kit” and “vittl kit.”

Here are some suggestions that may help you prepare. This is mostly personal preference, but you’ll have to decide what works best for you. You have the responsibility to clean, dry and put away your own personal gear. Be sure to mark everything with your initials and troop numerals.

Do not leave personal gear on your patrol box or table….put it away after cleaning and drying from each use!

Vittl kit

A knife, fork and spoon. Lexan works best in this situation. Lightweight but durable, easily cleaned and packed. Do not use any other plastic, as they tend to be brittle and will break. Military or outdoor enthusiast types of multi-tools that contain the three utensils are also fine, but practice with them at home first and especially see how easy they are to clean.

Mess kit

Plate, bowl and cup. Beware of the cheap aluminum models found in discount stores. They are not sturdy and make eating an awkward experience. The familiar blue coated metal plates are fine; even some better mess “all-in-one” kits will work perfectly. A poly mug or cup with handle will give you best results. (Experienced Scouts and Scouters will hang their mug on their belt with a carabineer for easy anytime access.) Do not bring anything glass! A Nalgene water bottle is recommended for your personal water supply.      

BE SURE your initials and troop number are on everything!
